III REPLACEMENT OF A BENCHMARK BY LAW

1. For the avoidance of doubt, in case of a statutory replacement of a Benchmark (or any other replacement by law), the Agreement shall not terminate automatically, neither in whole, nor in part, provided the replacement Benchmark is administrated by the Administrator.
2. Using or applying of a statutory replacement Benchmark shall not require an update of the Information Sheet. The Administrator and the User shall only update the Information Sheet in case of a choice of the User or User Family Member to use or apply a Benchmark other than the statutory replacement Benchmark.
3. Detailed terms of charging and paying Fees for using or applying of a statutory replacement Benchmark (or any other Benchmark introduced through a replacement by law) are set out in the Fee Schedule.
IV CALCULATION OF WIBID® AND WIBOR® REFERENCE RATES DURING THE ORDERLY LAID DOWN PERIOD

From 18 May 2026, the WIBID® and WIBOR® Reference Rates remain in the Orderly Laid down Period. From the start of the Orderly Laid down Period, the Administrator not enter into any new agreements for the use of the WIBID® and WIBOR® Reference Rates. For the calculation of fees for the portfolio of existing agreements and financial instruments, the Fee Tables set out in Appendix 2 to the Licence Agreement shall apply.

FEE SCHEDULE

1. General
1.1. The Fee Schedule lays down the amount and the terms and conditions of charging and paying Fees due to the Administrator in respect of granted Licences and/or provided Services on the terms of the Agreement and the Documentation.
1.2. The User shall pay Fees for the Licences and/or Services granted and provided to the User and/or User Family members. The payment of Fees and other amounts paid by the User for User Family members shall follow from the statutory authorisation of a representative or shall be subject to a specific agreement between them.
1.3. Fees may include:
1.3.1. periodic fees, including Fees for a Licence or Services for a calendar year or other period referred to in Section 4 of the Fee Schedule; or
1.3.2. flat-rate fees, including Fees for a Licence granted for a fixed term or for a one-time provision of a Service.
1.4. The User shall pay Fees for Licences for the entire period of using and/or applying of Benchmarks, e.g. for the entire term of a Financial Agreement, for the entire time of using a selected Benchmark by an investment fund or for the entire time of using a selected Benchmark in a Financial Product.
1.5. The User shall pay Fees when due. In the event of late payment of any Fee, the Administrator shall charge statutory late interest for each day late in accordance with Section 9.3 of the Agreement.
1.6. All amounts provided in the Fee Schedule are net amounts and value added tax (VAT) shall be added at the applicable rate prevailing at the invoice date.
1.7. The amounts of the Fees are net of any taxes, fees and other charges which the User and/or a User Family member may be required to pay in connection with generally applicable law governing its activity. Moreover, if the User and/or a User Family member is obliged to pay taxes, fees and other charges (such as the withholding tax), it shall calculate the tax upon rates provided in double taxation avoidance treaties between the Republic of Poland and a country of origin of the User and/or a User Family member or in generally applicable law replacing such treaties, subject to the Administrator’s tax residence certificate. The User and/or a User Family member shall notify the Administrator that it requires the Administrator’s tax residence certificate before payment. If the User and/or a User Family member is required to pay withholding tax in spite of the Administrator’s tax residence certificate provided to it by the Administrator, the User and/or the User Family member shall immediately notify the Administrator thereof and provide it with a copy of the tax receipt and calculation of the paid amount of withholding tax, as well as a copy of confirmation of a money transfer to enable the Administrator to deduct the amount of withholding tax paid in a country of origin of the User and/or a User Family member from corporate income tax. The information concerning the paid amount of withholding tax (copy of confirmation of a money transfer) and the copy of the tax receipt shall be delivered in a physical document at the Administrator’s address or in an electronic document at the email address gpwbenchmark-faktury@gpwbenchmark.pl.
1.8. The Administrator declares that it has the status of a large entrepreneur as stated in Art. 4 point 6 of the Polish Act of 8 March 2013 on precenting excessive delays in commercial transactions.

1. Calculating Licence Fees
2.1. The Fee for a Licence granted to the User and/or a User Family member may be a fixed fee, a variable fee or a mixed fee (including a fixed and a variable component).
2.2. The amount of a variable Fee for a Licence or the variable part of a Fee for a Licence depends on the method of using and/or applying of Benchmarks. If:
2.2.1. a Benchmark is used and/or applied to measure the performance of an investment fund by means of the WIBID Benchmark and/or the WIBOR Benchmark and/or a combination of indices including the WIBID Benchmark and/or the WIBOR Benchmark with the purpose of tracking the return in relation to the WIBID Benchmark and/or the WIBOR Benchmark and/or a combination of indices including the WIBID Benchmark and/or the WIBOR Benchmark and/or defining the asset allocation of a portfolio and/or computing the performance fees, the amount of the Fee shall depend on the net asset value of the User or the User Family member;
2.2.2. a Benchmark is used and/or applied as a reference for Financial Products, on the total par amount of the issue of financial instruments or the total par amount of structured deposits;
2.2.3. a Benchmark is used and/or applied for the purposes of operating a clearing house within the meaning of Article 68a(1) of the Act of 29 July 2005 on Trading in Financial Instruments or such activities under foreign law, on the value of cleared trades;
2.2.4. otherwise, the greater of: the total assets or the value of trades of the User or the User Family member.
2.3. The net asset value referred to in Section 2.2.1 of the Fee Schedule, the value of cleared trades referred to in Section 2.2.3 of the Fee Schedule, and the total assets or the value of trades referred to in Section 2.2.4 of the Fee Schedule shall be determined as at the balance-sheet date of the last closed financial year.
2.4. In case of execution of the Administrator's right described in Section 5.4 of the Agreement due to the significant change of the consumer price index (inflation), the adjustment shall affect the Fees for Licences granted for a period longer than 12 months, and only if the index published by Statistics Poland [Polish: Główny Urząd Statystyczny] is over 3.5%.For the avoidance of doubt, the Fee for a Licence employed for the activities referred to in Section 4.4.1-4.4.4 is payable for each Financial Product for which a License is employed, unless a Fee for unlimited employment of a Licence is paid.
2.5. Data necessary to identify entities granted a Licence and the resulting amount of Fees shall be provided by the User in the Information Sheet set out in Appendix 3 to the Agreement; the User shall immediately notify any change of such data in accordance with Section 8.5 of the Agreement.
2.6. Data necessary to determine the amount of Fees and the amount of Fees shall be rounded off up to the nearest Polish zloty.
2.7. Fees for Licences for the using and applying of selected Benchmarks due from the Treasury of Poland and the National Bank of Poland may be waived. Moreover, fees for Licenses for the using and applying of selected Benchmarks may be waved in case of entities which use and apply selected Benchmarks in connection with their managing public pension reserve funds.
2.8. For the avoidance of doubt, an amendment in specification of granted Licences conducted by the User according to the Section 12.7 of the Agreement, leading to an equivalent replacement of the Benchmarks to be used and applied with others, which are classified within the same position on the list of Licenses and Services in the Fee Schedule, shall not result in new Fees for the running billing period.
2.9. In case of a statutory replacement of a Benchmark (or any other replacement by law) having an effect during a settlement or accounting period, the Licence Fee for using and applying of the replacement Benchmark shall be equal to the (already paid) Licence for using and applying of the replaced Benchmark.
1. Payment
3.1. Fees for Licences shall be due in advance, on the basis of an invoice issued according to data provided by the User in the Information Sheet.
3.2. Fees for Licences granted with no fixed term shall be charged annually. For a Licence with no fixed term granted for: 
3.2.1.	existing Financial Products and/or existing Financial Agreements, the User shall pay the full Licence Fee (for the full calendar year);
3.2.2.	new Financial Products and/or new Financial Agreements, the User shall pay the  Licence Fee reduced proportionally to the numbers of calendar months of using the Licence in a given calendar year.
3.3. Unless the User provides up-to-date data necessary to determine the amount of the Fees for already granted Licences with no fixed term no later than 31 January of a calendar year, the Administrator shall calculate the Fee and issue an invoice according to previously provided data and may make a correction within 30 days after the end of the current billing period (after the end of the calendar year).
3.4. The Administrator shall issue invoices in accordance with the relevant declaration of the User provided in the Information Sheet within 14 days after the provision of up-to-date data necessary to determine the amount of Fees (already granted Licences with no fixed term) or after the grant of a Licence (Licences with no fixed term granted during a calendar year and Licences for a fixed term). The Administrator shall provide invoices to the User in physical form at the address for delivery or in electronic form at the email address, as elected by the User in the Information Sheet (by accepting electronic delivery, the User grants its consent in connection with Article 106n of the Value Added Tax Act of 11 March 2004).
3.5. The User shall pay Fees within 30 days after receipt of an invoice, by a money transfer with split payment to the Administrator’s bank account no. PL 56124062181111001049098270. The bank account is entered into the VAT White List maintained by the Minister of Finance at the date of the Agreement. 
3.6. The User shall pay Fees in the currency specified in the invoice. If Fees are paid in any currency other than the Polish zloty (PLN), the amount of such Fees shall be determined at the average exchange rate of the National Bank of Poland at the last business day preceding the invoice date.
3.7. The day when the Administrator’s bank account is credited shall be deemed the date of payment of the Fee.
3.8. The consequences of the User’s failure to pay a Fee are laid down in the Agreement.

Personal data of the entity’s duly authorised representatives and data of persons named as business contacts will be processed by GPW Benchmark in accordance with Article 6(1)(f) GDPR, i.e., for purposes of a legitimate interest pursued by the controller, namely, checking the powers of the entity’s duly authorised representatives in connection with the conclusion or performance of an agreement, communications in connection with the conclusion or performance of the agreement, the establishment and development of business relations, the establishment, exercise or defence of claims, in any.
Data may be transmitted to personal data processors engaged by GPW Benchmark in connection with services provided to GPW Benchmark, e.g., advisory, audit, IT services.
Personal data will be processed within the term of the agreement between GPW Benchmark and the contractor and stored thereafter for a period of time necessary for the purpose of clearing payments and the establishment, exercise or defence of claims, in any.
Every person has the right to access their personal data, the right to rectification, erasure, restriction of processing, and the right to data portability.
Every person has the right to object to the processing of their personal data on the basis of legitimate interests of the controller.
Every person has the right to lodge a complaint concerning data processing with the President of the Personal Data Protection Office
The provision of the data of the entity’s duly authorised persons is a condition for the conclusion of the agreement. The provision of the data of persons named as business contacts is voluntary but the absence of such data will hinder communications and contacts with the contractor in connection with the agreement.
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
